The History of Lunchboxes chronicles how they got
their start and have evolved through the decades.

1880's — In the late 1800s, blue-collar
workers carried their lunches to work in
metal pails that originally held cigars or
cookies. Your lunch pail illustrated your
place on the economic scale. Carrying
one meant you couldn’t afford a hot
noontime meal.

1890's — These miners’ dinner pails
. would hold hard-boiled eggs, vegetables,
meat, coffee, pie, and other hardy fare
for laborers.

1920s — Later, “thermos” vacuum bottles like
the ones we know of today kept workers
drinks hot or cold until the noon whistle
blew. Boxes such as these were made
specifically for workers.
